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Indore constituency has 
become the hottest of  all 
the eight seats going to 
polls in the fourth phase 
of  the Lok Sabha election 
on May 13. 

All eyes are set on how 
many voters press the 
NOTA button in Indore. In 
the 2024 parliamentary 
election, there are 
chances that the Indore 
Lok Sabha constituency 
will create a record in 
NOTA. 

NOTA button in the 
EVM was introduced in 
2013.  In 2014 and 2019 elec-
tions, the voters were giv-
en NOTA option. 

NOTA recorded the 

highest number of  votes 
at Gopalganj in Bihar. In 
2019, 51, 660 voters 
pressed the NOTA button 
in Gopalganj where 5.3% 
of  voters opted for NOTA 
which was on the third po-
sition in this 
constituency.  

Next to Gopalganj, it 
was Bastar in Chhattis-
garh where 4.56% of  peo-
ple opted for NOTA but-
ton. 

In the 2014 Lok Sabha 
election, the largest num-
ber of  voters pressed the 
NOTA button.  As many 
as 41,667 people –5.04% of  
the total voters – opted for 
NOTA button. 

It has happened for the 
first time that the Con-
gress is supporting 
NOTA. Because the intel-
lectuals of  Indore and the 
Congress came in support 
of  NOTA, it may create a 
record in this election. 

In 2019, 5,045 voters of  
Indore opted for the 
NOTA button, which 
0.31% of  total votes. 

In 2014, 5,944 people 
pressed NOTA button, 
which 0.45% of  total 
votes.  

In 2014, the Congress got 
3.88 lakh votes, which was 
29.47% of  total votes. The 
party got 5.20 lakh votes 
in 2019, which was 31.97% 
of  total votes.   

Even if  some percentage 
of  votes that the Congress 
got in the two previous 
elections goes to NOTA, 
there will be a record.

Indore to break record of Gopalganj, Bastar 
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The high-decibel election-
eering is about spending 
money as the days of  can-
vassing in bullock carts 
are long gone by.  

Union Minister and BJP 
candidate from Guna-Shiv-
puri Lok Sabha con-
stituency Jyotiraditya 
Scindia spent Rs 60 lakh on 
electioneering, the highest 
amount spent among all 
the high-profile candi-
dates.  

Next to Scindia is former 
chief  minister and BJP 
candidate from Vidisha 
constituency Shivraj 
Singh Chouhan followed 
by state BJP president and 
candidate from Khajura-
hoVD Sharma and ex-
chief  minister Digvijaya 
Singh.  

In addition to them, Con-
gress candidate hailing 
from Satna Siddharth 
Kushwaha is the top 
spender, revealing expen-
diture totaling Rs 67.5 
lakh. Bharti Pardhi, the 
BJP candidate from Bal-
aghat, has spent Rs 63.8 
lakh during election cam-
paign.  

Election Commission’s 
prescribed expenditure 
limit for a candidate 
stands at Rs 95 lakh for LS 
poll. Despite the signifi-
cant outlays, none of  the 

candidates have reached 
full spending limit.  

All candidates are re-
quired to submit expendi-
ture statement to EC with-
in 30 days of   completion 
of  an election.

Poll expenses 
A candidate’s refusal to spend money on booth 
management has surprised his party bosses. A 
contestant gives money to party workers for 
booth management. Though such is the 
practice, the candidate has refused to part 
with a single penny. At a meeting with the 
party leaders in the constituency – from 
where he has thrown his hat into the ring 
– the candidate said he was hardly left 
with any amount to fritter away. He 
reportedly said if the party wanted to 
spend money, it could do so on its own, but his 
stakes of employing even a coin were threadlike. The 
candidate’s remarks shocked everyone present there. Although 
the candidate has enough money, yet he is getting around 
spending it in the current election. The candidate knows he 
will win the seat – come what may. Being assured of a win, he 
is keeping away from splurging money on booth management. 
The candidate is sad after an incident in this constituency. Now, 
he knows that the condition the party is in after the incident, 
has compelled it to arrange funds for booth management.  

Losing sleep 
A woman minister is worried about voting in her assembly 
constituency in the parliamentary election. She fears lest the 
Congress candidate should get a massive lead over the ruling 
party’s candidate in her constituency. The caste equation in her 
assembly seat is such that the Congress is ahead of his rival. 
Against this backdrop, if the opposition contestant takes a lead, it 
will be difficult for her to give a satisfactory reply to the party 
bosses. Initially, she feared she might have been asked to contest 
the Lok Sabha election. But now, she has lost her sleep over the 
probable lead of the Congress candidate. The BJP organisation has 
been repeatedly telling her to ensure the party candidate’s massive 
lead over the rival in her constituency. There are three ministers in 
the Lok Sabha constituency where the female member of the 
cabinet comes from. So, once the results are out, the party will 
compare the lead of one constituency with that of another. 

In lather 
A politician contesting the Lok Sabha election has got in a flap. His 
problem is not with the BJP, but with the leaders of his own party. 
When he was given a ticket, he was told to take care of the poll 
expenses of some party candidates who are in the fray near his 
constituency. He was told to do so because of the financial 
constraints the party is facing. Being financially sound, he has 
arranged funds for some candidates, but they are regularly calling 
him up and visiting his residence asking for money, and this is what 
bothers him. He has reportedly told some candidates that he 
cannot give them money again and again. There are reports that a 
leader of the Congress joined the BJP for the reason that the party 
was forcing him to provide funds for the Lok Sabha election. Fed 
up with the party’s demands for money, he went to the BJP camp. 

Promise made 
A promise made by a leader of the ruling party has 
compelled a legislator of the Congress to switch over to the 
rival camp. At the outset, he was in a dilemma over quitting 
the Congress. Once he had committed to a leader of the BJP 
to join the opposition camp, but reneged on it. As he was in 
a dilemma, a senior leader of the BJP assured the Congress 
legislator of inducting him into the state cabinet within five 
years. So, the promise made by the senior leader forced the 
legislator to change his mind. Now, he is sure of taking an 
oath as a minister anytime soon. The BJP leader may have 
made a commitment to the Congress leader, but it may not 
be easy for him to make it possible, because many leaders of 
his party have set their eyes on cabinet berths. The ruling 
party twice tried to bring the Congress legislator to its camp, 
but their efforts fell through. This time, however, the BJP has 
succeeded in carrying out its plans, because the party 
dangled a carrot of ministerial berth before. 

Tele talks for votes  
A candidate of the Congress called up members of his 
community to vote for him. The candidate made a list 

consisting of the names and phone numbers of a 
few members of his community. He 
set up a camp and told his 
supporters to call up those people 

and appeal to them to vote for 
him. Such a call reached a leader 

of the BJP who belongs to the 
same community as the candidate 

does. He was told to cast vote in 
favour of the Congress in the 
name of the caste, but the leader 

replied: “The entire community is 
voting for the BJP in the 
name of Prime Minister 

Narendra Modi.” On hearing the 
response, the girl who made the call was shocked. When a 
similar call reached another BJP leader, he said he did not 
belong to the community. There are reports that despite 
the Congress candidate’s efforts, the members of the 
community did not vote for him. 

Kissa Kursi Ka… 
A few legislators, appointed ministers on the basis of 
their castes, are worried, fearing lest they should be 
asked to quit the cabinet after the Lok Sabha election. 
All these ministers were told that there would be 
changes in the cabinet on the basis of their 
performance once the parliamentary election was over. 
Scared of his removal from the cabinet, a minister has 
begun to please an aide of a senior leader of the BJP. 
The minister is in constant touch with him. There are 
reports that the minister has recently gave a present to 
the Sahib. In the same way, another minister is making 
efforts to save his chair. The minister recently met a 
senior leader of the BJP and informed him about the 
work he did. The leader told off the minister for some 
issues, but the minister wants to endure any kind of 
humiliation to keep his chair safe.

Hari Parasad of  Baira-
garh (Bhopal) who was 
suffering from lung infec-
tion, said, “It takes very 
long time. After one-and a-
half  months, I got number 
for MRI here.” 

 Amit Dwivedi of  Khaju-
raho said, “I have acute 
pain in neck region. I was 
advised MRI by local doc-
tor. I came here for MRI 
and diagnosis. After two 
months, I got number for 
MRI.”  

Rajesh Kumar from Lal-
itpur (UP) said, “I came 
for CT scan for abdominal 
problem. It is not easy to 
get number for MRI and 
CT scan. In my case, it 
took over two months.” 
Similarly, gas victim suf-
fering from cancer have 

to wait for three months 
for CT scan.  At first, CT 
scan is done for cancer 
patients and then 
patients are advised for 
biopsy. An MRI scan is 
used to examine almost 
any part of  the body. 

‘Patients want 
treatment at AIIMS’ 

Dr KS Rajput, chief  
medical officer gas 

relief  department, said, 
“We have all facilities of  
treatment for cancer in 
hospitals of  gas relief  
department. But 
patients want treatment 
in AIIMS. So, we refer 
them to AIIMS where 
there is already a long 
waiting list for CT scan 
and MRI.” 

‘We give priority to 
critical patients’ 

AIIMS director Dr 
Ajai Singh said, 

“Waiting list is long. But if  
patient is critical, we give 
priority to him. Our aim is 
to deliver best medical 
services. We are trying to 
minimise waiting list for 
treatment in AIIMS but if  
patient is critical, we han-
dle on priority basis irre-
spective of  his/her turn 
(waiting list).”
